Costs and revenue will be divided equally between Rotary Club and Easter Seals

New Leaf Enterprises will provide canape' catering throughout the evening. Jon stressed we will need to clarify when selling tickets that

There will be a pay bar service, managed by contracted professionals.

Hal Bruce will provide the music for entertainment and dancing. Ticket draw and spot prizes will be awarded

Ticket price is $75 per head, with a tax receipt of at least $25. The church hall can hold a maximum of 400 persons

There will be no “Free” attendees. Everyone, including Rotarians, will be charged $75 if they attend the event and partake of its music,

food and fun, even though they may be working during the evening

An information booth will be displayed to inform the guests about the club and RI. Easter Seals may provide the same

?  The Committee has decided that egg-nog will not be served at the beginning. Instead it is hoped to persuade one or more wine producers
to donate their products as a form of advertising. Touch of Gold is also being approached with respect to sponsoring

?  The Interact Club of Halifax West has agreed to help, for example at coat check, and with decorations. It will be remunerated
appropriately as its first fundraiser of the school year.

?  Our half of the net proceeds from the event will be donated to Easter Seals toward the purchase of a van for the transportation of
physically challenged children and young persons. This was decided by the Committee in the light of the urgency to start ticket sales at
the beginning of September and the dismal lack of alternative suggestions from members. However, Jon stressed it will apply only to
this first year of the event but it will enable Rotary to be recognized on the van.

?  The project will not be called Nog-November because eg-nog is not being served. So a new name is required. Until a better suggestion
is received by the Committee the project will in future be referred to as “Holiday Kick-Off ““. No comment.
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Comments:
The club membership has agreed to support this project. Accordingly, in keeping with the resolution adopted at our Strategic meetings
earlier in 2010, you are reminded that every Active member in the club has tacitly agreed to participate in some way . We did it in
support of Daffodils for Cancer and we know we can do it for Holiday Kick-Off. The meeting today promised an encouraging start. A
majority indicated they are prepared to purchase at least two tickets. Others indicated their willingness to help hands-on. Also Jon
stressed it is incumbent upon us all to prove to Easter Seals that we are just as good at organizing a fundraiser as it is.

?  Some members may think that having to pay $75 to work at the hall during the evening of November 19”. is too much to ask. But they
should remember the Subscription Dinner. Then we were “forced ?  to include, with no tax receipt, $50 in our annual dues whether we
attended or not. Now you are being “asked !!” to pay $75 to enter the dance hall with the promise of a tax receipt of at least $25. And
you think this is rich. Hey !!, take another look at the Manchester Bidwell Corporation costs above.
